                                                                                APP Reading.

Reading results nationally have been dropping and this may be because the focus has tended to move towards reading to improve writing rather than focussing on it as a skill in its own right. 

The main focus in KS1 should be on collecting evidence for AF1, 2 and 3. AF3 basically covers the overall skills from AF4, 5, 6 and 7.

Comprehension can be of pictures as well as words and assessments can be made of this. 

We don’t always need written evidence, points recorded on a post it count too. 

	AF1 – Decoding

· Guided reading records

· Reading conference – reading one to one with a child and recording how they decode the text, mistakes made etc

· Running records (see separate sheet)

	AF2 – Describe, select, retrieve with reference to text

· Text detective – can be during guided reading – find all of the words that describe the character in the text etc

· Text marking – children to highlight all the adjectives, verbs etc

	AF3 – Deduce, infer and interpret
· Reading with an agenda – look for certain vocabulary in the text, taking notes from the text 

· Field of White – put the text in the middle of a large piece of paper and put prompts around the text for the children to respond to eg draw the setting, find the adverbs 

· Visualising/ drawing – read a description of a setting and respond through drawing – label with words from the text.

· Predicting

· Drama and role play 

Freeze framing – choose five most important points in the story, 

Have large thought bubbles to record the characters thoughts, wake up the scene.

Hot seating – shows that the child understands the characters actions/ motives

Conscience alley – child walks through the middle of two lines of children, pretending to be a character from the story, children respond to the character through the comments they say as he/she passes.

Horns and Halos – choose a child to be a character then two children to represent the good and bad parts of this character and give the character advice based on these.

· Writing in role 

Diary – write a diary as a character from a story eg baby bear – shows that the child has understood the story.

Wanted Posters

· Drawing – guess what my favourite fairy tale is by drawing one object – more sophisticated clues represent better readers

· Give a story or picture a title to show understanding

· One child looks at a picture and explains it to another child so that they can draw it.



	AF4 – structure and organisation of texts
· story mapping – record a story that you have shared through drawing/ writing it in sections

· story mountain – record the plot of story shared through identifying the beginning, build up, problem, resolution and ending

· skeleton planning frames – breaking the story down to its bones

· boxing up a story – taking it into general terms eg Goldilocks – three characters leave, another character enters, they break something etc

 

	AF5 – writers’ use of language – mostly covered through discussion
· close procedure – choose own words and then compare to the author’s choices. 

· Text marking – discuss ideas found

· Text detective – discuss choices



	AF6 – writers’ purposes, viewpoints (of child, author and character)
· Book reviews

· Reading conferences – one to one discussion with child

· Diamond ranking –which is your favourite poem etc

· Change a text for a different audience 

	AF7 – relate texts to social, cultural and historical 
· Comparison charts – compare life now to the time in the story

· Extended reasoning - Philosophy
