	C&yp entitled to free school meals

	C&yp exposed to domestic violence
	C&yp of alcohol and drug misusers

	C&yp of offenders
	C&yp of teenage parents

	C&yp that experience bullying


	C&yp who are gay, lesbian bisexual or transgender or who are the children of GBLT parents

	C&yp who are homeless / at risk of running away or becoming homeless
	C&yp who are members of gangs



	C&yp who are neglected / at risk of neglect
	C&yp who are new to the school



	C&yp who are on child protection register
	C&yp who are very overweight / underweight

	C&yp who experience exam stress (or school stress generally)
	C&yp who have been sexually exploited / at risk of sexual exploitation

	C&yp who have mental health problems
	C&yp with attachment difficulties

	C&yp with behavioural difficulties e.g. anger
	C&yp with chronic conditions e.g. epilepsy, asthma, diabetes etc
