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Porcupine
Porcupines are covered with sharp quills to protect themselves from their enemies.
Habitat – Porcupines live in wooded rocky areas in North America and Africa.
Size – Porcupines are about 71- 84 cms long. They also have short tails about 20 cms long.
Appearance – Porcupines are covered in sharp quills which lie flat on their backs, sides and tails. They have short legs, curved claws on their feet and a blunt nose. Their teeth are orange and will continue to grow if they do not gnaw on hard things.
Diet – Porcupines are herbivores (plant eaters) eating fruit, roots, bark, leaves and twigs.
Young - The female gives birth to 1-3 babies in a burrow. The young stay in the burrow for about 2 weeks until their soft quills harden.
Interesting fact – When a porcupine is in danger they raise their quills quickly, turn around and run backwards in to their enemies.
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
